              this special symposium.   Many leaders of the Community were here.

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              1. Malcolm Hoenlein, the moderator, welcomed everyone and thanked the 

              Jerusalem Center for Public Affairs, The Inter Amicus--the International

              Human Rights Advocacy Center, and the Institute for the Study of Global

              Anti-Semitism and Policy for helping to set up this special symposium.

              He indicated that this symposium will feature both national and international

              legal scholars who will discuss the repeated threats by President Ahmadinejad 

              of Iran in violation of the 1949 Genocide Convention.

              Events of the past week, on Holocaust Denial by Iran, made this meeting

              very important.   He indicated that Iran’s actions warrant their removal or 

              suspension from the United Nations.

              Mr. Hoelein stated that Iran’s president is the world’s Terrorist leader.   Iran’s

              President attacks Jews, Christians, etc and declares that he wants Israel

              Destroyed. 

              2. Mr. Hoenline now welcomed Mr. Harold Tanner to speak.   Mr. Tanner

              also welcomed everyone repeated the purpose that we all here for.   He

              now introduced United Nations Ambassador John Bolton and summarized his 

              backgound.

              3. Ambassador John Bolton stated that this discussion taking place here today

              was very important.   The situation we are in right now is very critical 

              especially for the United States.   The Terrorists gave indications of their goals

              but the significance were not fully realized or addressed by the world’s

              countries.

              The real issue is that we are at the goal now where the President of Iran has

              made critical statements and we must be concerned with this early warning on

              what he says and what his government is doing.

              Iran for many years has been the sponsor and leader of state terrorism in the 

              Middle East.   Iran has supplied high tech weapons and missiles to Hezbollah.

              In addition, Iran has for many years pursued the development of nuclear

              weapons and the cruise missiles to deliver them.

              In the United Nations’ Security Council resolution 14-1 has condemned Iran.

              However we have to see if the Security Council will take any action against Iran.

              China and Russia have delivered critical weapons to Iran.   The real threat is that

              Iran’s nuclear and missile programs are still proceeding.   We must tale Iran’s

              President seriously.
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              4. Moderator Harold Tanner now introduced Congressman Charles Rangel of 

              New York.   Congressman Rangel congratulated Ambassador Bolton on his

              Presentation.   He stated that he is surprised that the United States has not 

              Sought help from Saudi Arabia, Jordan, Egypt, and others in the Middle East.

              5. Congressman Rangel stated that the world must profess indignation on what

              Iran is doing. And saying.   He asks where is our outrage?   We in civil society

              have a roll to play (i.e. Christians, Jews and Non-Jews, etc).   Silence should

              not and cannot be accepted.   Outrage is what the whole world needs.   At the

              end of the day we must be able to say what did we do.

              6. Questions/ Answers:

              6.1 Congressman Rangel in answer to a question stated that Saudi Arabia is

              making efforts to bring peace to the region but wondered why their outrage is so

              low.   What they are doing is just a whisper.

              6.2 Ambassador Bolton stated that the threat by Iran; is felt by all Sunni

              countries.   He stated that in the long term, all countries in the Middle East are in

              great danger especially if United States forces leaves.   Commitment by the

              United States must be to stay and remain strong or Iran will get stronger.

              7. Moderator Malcolm Hoenlein, now introduced each of the next speakers and

              legal Scholars, who are to speak.

              8. Ambassador Dore Gold of Israel outlined the genocide that occurred in Africa

              in 1990 and is continuing.   The Secretary-General in 2004 in Stockholm stated

              that there can be no greater mission of the United Nations then the prevention

              and elimination of genocide.

              He referred to the Iranian President who has set up a conference in Iran that

              states that the holocaust never happened.   If he gets his way with this thinking

              then he can continue with his movement.   Only thru a unity of action can we

              defeat the president of Iran.   

              9. The next speaker, MP Irwin Colter of Canada, stated that Iran’s public

              incitement to genocide is a world threat.   Denying the holocaust creates a

              new threat.   Succeeding generations will ask what did we do?   Argentina has

              issued arrest warrants against Iranians because of a bombing against a house of

              worship that took place in Argentina.
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             The United Nations should implement these arrest warrants.   Mr. Colter

             indicated that the United States and Canada are obliged to bring Iran to criminal

             court.   Remedies against Iran can succeed.   For example look what has

             happened in Yugoslavia.

             10. The next speaker, Ambassador Meir Rosenne of Israel, indicated that his 

             business is survival.   He indicated that he is here to pay a debt to those Jews who

             survived the holocaust and make sure that do not forget.   Jewish people will not

             allow people to forget.   Jews of America have mobilized world opinion.

             Ambassador Rosenne indicated that we are now faced with a grave threat by

             Iran.   Iran’s threats are serious threats.   The Iranian president has proved that he

             intends to attack Israel.   The Iranian conference on the Holocaust ended 

             yesterday.   Because the world has not taken Iran to task has allowed the Iranian

             president to continue with his violation of genocide.

             The threats by the Iranian president against Israel are serious.   An article in the

              United Nations’ charter allows the actions by the Iranian president to be brought 

              up before the United Nations’ Security Council.   However, no action has been

              taken to date against Iran.   Jewish sacrifices must not be forgotten.   We shall

              overcome.  

              12. The next speaker, Professor Allan Dershowitz, was here today to choose, to

              challenge and to accuse the Iranian government of genocide in Argentina.

              He is here also to challenge the international community on what are they going

              to do to prevent a future genocide.   We Jews demand original protection of the

              law.   Professor Dershowitz hoped that Iran’s nuclear threat does not happen.

              We reserve the right to prevent Iran from developing nuclear weapons.   He

              stated that we are giving the International community a chance to stop Iran.

              But if the world does not then the Jews of the world will take action.   The Jews

              of the world will never again accept passive acceptance of genocide.

              13. The next speaker, MK Danny Naveh, indicated, that his whole family were

              in a concentration camp.   He is a child of a survivor of the concentration camp.

              He compared the Iranian president as the same as what happened under Hitler.

              Mr. Naveh stated that we can not wait to take action.

              He stated to us that everyone should ask what each of us are going to do.   We

              are here today to take legal action.   Hizbollah and Hamas are both being

              rearmed by Iran.   
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               14. The next speaker, Professor Martin Peretz of Harvard University, indicated

               that the world has a responsibility to combat genocide.   The time did not come

               for Rwanda, Darfur or the Congo.   The Iranian President, unlike Hitler, has

               made his intensions very clear.

               The speaker condemns Kofi-Annan for his inaction in Darfur, Rwanda and the

               Congo.   We now have James Baker who wants to pursue the Iranian president.

               Professor Peretz concluded by stating that we can no longer depend on the great

               powers to take action.                 

               15. The next speaker, Dr. Ruth Wesley is a lawyer on International law and has

               a distinct background on this issue at the United Nations.   She indicated that in

               the United Nations we can only work thru regional groups.   Secretary-General

               Kofi Annan stated in 2004, that we cannot give in to irresponsible religious

               groups.

               She indicated that we have watched how things have failed at the United

               Nations.   Dr. Wesley stated that we must say to the United Nations that the

               United Nations must follow and correct these issues.   The Participation Plan

               prepared by the United Nations in 1947 for Israel and Palestine was never

              followed thru.  

               16. The last speaker, the Honorable Ben Tzur stated that there has been no

               United Nations action or world reaction, to Iran’s threat, to annihilate Israel. 

               A recent poll in the European Union placed Israel alongside North Korea as a

               threat.   There has been no resounding action on a world scale on Iran’s

               proclamation against Israel.

               She stated to look how this response compares to the statements by the Pope on

               the Moslem religion and the resultant riots that occurred.   Iran’s tirade against

               Israel must be compared to that of Hitler.  

               17. Questions/Answers:

               17.1 Professor Dershowitz in response to a question stated that we must give the

               International community a chance to respond before using force but that force

               May ultimately be necessary.

               17.2 in answer to another question, Professor Dershowitz stated that the failure

               of the United States in Iraq makes it difficult for the United States to attack Iran.
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               17.3 In response to a third question, Professor Dershowitz indicated that the

               right of defense makes it feasible for a preventative defense in accordance with

               United Nations charter 51.   We must present Iran to the world as a credible

               threat for the moral and legal justification.    If all other means fail then we will

               use self defense.

               17.4 In answer to the same question Dr. Wesley stated that waiting for armed

               attack is preferred in self defense.   

               17.5 in answer to another question, MP Cotler stated that a Head of State does

               not have immunity for their actions.   He recommended that everyone here

               today must write to United States elected officials and to the president to take

               action in the United Nations against Iran.

               17.6 Ambassador Rosenne reminded us that Israel bombed the reactor in Iraq as

               a defense action.   No one should say that no action should be taken against

               Iran.   International law states that there are two laws that applies to the world

               and one that applies to Israel.
