JWV Applauds Decision to Bar Mojave Cross from Public Lands
The Jewish War Veterans of the USA applauds the recent Federal Court decision to enforce a permanent injunction against displaying a Cross on Federal land as a memorial to those who have served in the U.S. Armed Forces. 

Not only does the display of a religious symbol on Federal land violate the separation of church and state, but the designation of the symbol of one religion as a memorial for all those who served implies that only those of that religion have served and are to be honored.

We agree with the decision of Judge Robert J. Timlin that a “sectarian war memorial carries an inherently religious message and creates an appearance of honoring only those serviceman of that particular religion.” 
In this year, when the Jewish community of America proudly celebrates 350 years of Jewish Life in America, which includes 350 years of Jewish service to the military, it is an insult to all those who have served to have their service commemorated by a symbol of another faith. 

In his decision, Judge Timlin decries a proposed Federal land swap as a ruse to preserve the Cross as a War Memorial and condemns the “Herculean efforts” to which the Government has gone to preserve the Cross on Federal land.

This decision stands as a rebuke to those who would destroy the principles on which this country was founded and to those who fail to understand that the freedoms that we enjoy today have been defended and continue to be upheld throughout our history by those of many faiths.
